
Guidelines 
Moodle Restore
· Input
1. A course is available (blank or with some content) on the Moodle server.
2. A Moodle package (.mbz) file.

· Process
1. Log into the Moodle course.
2. Select “Restore” option from the Administration tools.
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3. Select “Choose a file”
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4. Select “Upload a file” > Browse the Moodle package available in your local drive and that needs to be imported. Once browsed, select option “Upload this file”.
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5. Select “Restore”.
6. It will show all the content available in the package. Select “Continue” at the bottom of the page.
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7. Continuing the process, you will have the option to restore the file 

· Merge the backup course into this course

· Delete the contents of this course and then restore

After selecting the appropriate/ required option select “Continue”.
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8. You will have the option to choose the particular course materials to be imported. You can check all the checkboxes to import complete course content and select “Next” at the bottom of the page.
9. Select “Perform restore” at the bottom of the Review Page.

10. You will receive following message after the package is successfully imported.
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Select “Continue”
NOTE: The restoring process may take few minutes depending upon the size of the package to be imported.
